Nature Notes
Mar. 28th. Having seen a tree creeper in our garden a fortnight ago
after a long absence we saw two on the larches by the back drive to the
Friends School this afternoon.
Apr. 4th. This warm spring day brought quite a few peacock and
brimstone butterflies out of hibernation but cold weather is forecast.
Apr. 6th. Between 3 and 4 inches of snow fell in the early hours of
the morning. There was no wind and it was the sort of snow that
clings, making a quiet white wonderland with everything still, except
the snow ladened telephone cable coming to our house which was in
a state of perpetual motion gently snaking for a few hours until it
thawed. The consistency of the snow was good for snowballs and
snowmen and gave a rare chance for a couple of hours sledging be-
fore it melted.
Apr. 7th A song thrush was collecting a beakful of worms from the
lawn this morning and so, in spite of the weather, must already have
a nest of young ones to feed. A neighbour has a nest of young black-
birds in her garden.
Apr. 8th I thought I heard a few notes of a blackcaps song on April
5th and today it is singing properly. One comes each year and sings
throughout the summer but I have yet to see any young ones.
Apr. 13th Tt was nice to see some young stock doves near Stourswell.
To me they are atractive birds being so much livelier than wood pi-
geons, but I don't often see them now because I don't get out on the
open fields where they spend most of their time prior to nesting.
Apr. 15th With the blackthorn nearing full bloom and frost most
mornings I suppose this counts as the Blackthorn Winter.
